This best-
practices model prepares the guest for success in reaching their goals and 
permanent housing. 

“We are honored to be serving the community in its efforts to prevent 
and end homelessness in Solano County,” exclaimed John Eckstrom, 
SHELTER Solano, Inc.’s CEO. “We are confident that our best practices 
model will assist individuals from returning to the streets.”
